Dentz Trust Update: In the previous Post Script, | described the inheritance the post will be receiv-
ing from the trust of past Commander Edwin Dentz and his wife past Auxiliary President Evelyn

Dentz. Post 176 and the Auxiliary will receive equal and substantial sums. In August, we each received
$350,000 and deposited the funds in separate but coordinated accounts with Morgan Stanley. The trus-
tee, Wells Fargo Trust Department, has informed us that we will each be receiving another partial dis-
tribution of $180,000 in December. Both organizations have established financial controls to insure that
the accounts will be used strictly for charitable purposes.

Audit Committee Update: The Internal Audit Committee has been formed and is progressing to-
ward beginning its audit functions. The Chairman is John Sawyer and the other members are Tom

Bland and Bill McCarron. All three have accompanied Bob Eidsvoog, our General Manager, on a tour of
the facilities, obtaining foundation knowledge of our operations. They have also spent time with me,
observing the accounting operations in detail.

Hall Rental Expansion: Our main hall is booked for all but a few Saturdays this year and we are
beginning to book Saturdays for 2016. We also rent the hall to three exercise groups, mostly in early
mornings and evenings. They provide us with about $40,000 per year in revenue. Weekdays the hall is
mostly vacant and available. We are in process of installing high  -end audio-video equipment to attract
firms and agencies needing space for training and presentations during the day.

Jartrek Retail System: In our social quarters, we use a sophisticated retail cash register system
called Jartrek. It is excellent at controlling and reporting both bar sales and gaming transactions. We

are in process of installing Jartrek in the café, which up until now has utilized a stand -alone cash regis-
ter. Once operational, all retail cash flow at the post will be controlled and integrated in the Jartrek
system.
